We hope you all had a lovely Easter break with your children. Thank you for all the pho-
tos showing us what you did during the holidays. The children made huge progress last
term and we are looking forward to another busy tferm ahead. The weather is likely to
be very unpredictable and changeable so please ensure your child has a hamed sunhat
and a named coat in school every day. Please also apply sun cream to your child before
they come to nursery.

Topics and Teaching

We will continue to cover many different topics whilst building up their communication,
physical, English and maths skills in preparation for reception.

For the first half term, the topics are: Colours, Life Cycles, The Paper Dolls and
Transport.

We have a visit from ‘Little City' during the week before half term. This will be a fun
and interactive experience for the children.

After the half term holiday, our topics are: Healthy Bodies, Sports Day, Dinosaurs,
and seaside. We will have an early years sports day where you will be able o come along
to watch and cheer on your children.

We will also be focusing on the children's transition to reception and we plan to run an-
other little trip out (more details to follow).

In our phonics teaching, we will be beginning to introduce the skills of oral blending and
segmenting alongside the other 6 aspects of phase 1: (environmental sounds, voice
sounds, body percussion, alliteration, rhythm and rhyme, instrumental sounds).

Our maths teaching will include learning the names and properties of 3D shapes, and
thinking about how numbers can be split in different ways. This is preparation for add-
ing and subtracting.

PE and Forest School

Our PE sessions will continue on a Tuesday (please ensure your child comes into school in
a PE kit). Unless the weather is bad, we will aim to have most of our PE sessions outside.
They will include lots of running, playing games, completing obstacle courses and dancing!
Our forest school sessions will continue on a Friday.




Books

Thank you for ensuring your child has their book bag in school every day. We hope they
are enjoying sharing with you the books they bring home.

Please continue to read to your child as much as possible at home. It is one of the most
important things you can do to help your child's progress. We will have more book shar-
ing sessions throughout this term.

We will continue to post pictures and comments about what the children are up fo in
Nursery. We will also post messages and updates, so please continue to check here reg-
ularly. Remember that you can post pictures tool We love seeing what the children have
been busy doing at home. Please ask if you are unsure of how to do this.

Reminders
