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Please find below details about the areas of
study for this term. This is intended as a guide
for anything you may want to do at home that
could usefully link to the curriculum your
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We will be looking at Place
Value to 5 digits, rounding to
the nearest 1000 and Nega-
tive Numbers.

We will also revisit addition
and subtraction and how to
use these functions for two
four-digit numbers.

In June, the children will all
be completing the statutory
multiplication check in June.
They will be having weekly
checks to assess their pro-
gress. Additionally, the focus
of our Maths in the second
half of the term will be Times
Tables.

Please keep practising times
tables to support your child's
understanding of multiplica-
tion and division.

Our focus for the start of
term will be on writing a
descriptive story for a book
without text, using the im-
ages to explore the charac-
ter's emotions.

Over the course of the
term, we will also be looking
at a range of different
texts, including Shakespear-
ian play scripts, Greek myths
and Non-Fiction scientific
texts.

To support your child at
home you could share dif-
ferent types of fexts and
discuss how they are differ-
ent. Supporting them to
understand the terminology
and clarify any misunder-
standings will aid progress.

Spellings this first half
term will consolidate learn-
ing from Year 3.

We are starting this term by
looking at animals and humans;
looking at digestion and teeth
in more detail. We will be
focusing on the basic func-
tions of the digestive system
and the different types of
teeth.

In the second part of the
term our topic will be Light
and Sound. We will explore
how sounds are made and how
vibrations from sound can be
heard in the ear.

Through both topics we will
be working scientifically by
recording our observations
and carrying out fair tests.

Online safety will be the
focus for the start of our
new term. Children will revise
what it means to be 'safe’
online and how to be critical
of the information that they
find. We will also be looking
at good online etiquette and
how to behave politely online.
